1. Current Collection Review (Library staff completes)

The proposed 24-credit Archaeology Minor is designed for students with an interest in
Cultural Resource Management who may pursue employment surveying, recording, and
preserving archaeological materials. It will offer 4 new courses to go with established
courses in Anthropology, Geology, and History. The new courses are ARCH 301 Laws
and Ethics of Cultural Resource Management, ARCH 350 Southwest Archaeology,
ARCH 375 Introduction to Archaeological Fieldwork, and ARCH 410 Archaeological
Fieldwork. Subjects relevant to the new courses include Peoples and the Environment of
the Southwest, Southwestern Prehistory, Paleo-Indians, Hunter-Gatherers, Stone Tools,
Early Agriculture, Abandonments, Methods of Dating, Fieldwork, Sampling, Surveying,
Mapping, Excavation, Artifact Conservation, Preservation, Museum Curatorship, Report
Writing, Computer Coding, Genetics, Property Rights, Ethics, Tribal Sovereignty, Tribal
Legal Issues, and the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act
(NAGPRA).

a. Reference Sources:

There are 15 reference books under the general subject of archaeology that would
be pertinent to the proposed courses. Their publication dates range from 1937 to
2004. There are 21 reference books on Native Americans that would be pertinent
to the proposed courses. Their publication dates range from 1973 to 2000. There
are 10 reference books on Antiquities that would be pertinent to the proposed
courses. Their publication dates range from 1962 to 2001. The Library has a



current subscription to the Abstracts in Anthropology index and has 30 years of
back issues on the 1* floor Abstract Shelves.

b. Monographic Sources:

A keyword search of the term “archaeology” in the Library Catalog returns 600
circulating books, 202 government documents, and 37 e-books. There are 7
circulating books on the specific subject of Southwestern Archaeology. There are
45 circulating books on the specific subject of Antiquities of the Southwest with
publication dates ranging from 1899 to 2005. There are 23 circulating books on
the subject of Southwestern History to 1848. There are 40 circulating books on the
subject of Archaeological Methodology covering such topics as dating, chemical
analysis, excavation, and GIS applications; their publication dates range from 1954
to 2002. There are 10 circulating books on the subject of Ethnology Fieldwork and
4 circulating books on the subject of Archaeology Fieldwork. There are 7 titles on
the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, 4 are government
documents. There are 299 titles on the subject Indians Of North America --
Government Relations with publication dates ranging from 1824 to 2007, most are
government documents. Also, the Prospector system is available for needed
materials not owned by Tomlinson Library.

c. Periodicals (online and paper):

There are 14 periodicals in the Library’s collection related to archaeology that
would pertain to this class. There are 7 print titles; 3 are professional society
journals (2 current subscriptions) and 4 are published by the federal government.
There are 7 e-journals; 2 are currently open and 5 are JSTOR titles with a 5-year
moving wall of publication. There is also substantial periodical coverage of the
field in the Library’s licensed databases (see below).

d. Electronic Resources:

While the Library does not subscribe to a subject specific database on
Archaeology, it does have access to a variety of other subject databases that would
offer significant resources for the proposed courses. These include Project Muse,
JSTOR, SoclIndex, Science Direct, BioOne, and GeoRef . When available, links to
full text articles are provided at the citation level. The Library’s general subject
databases also provide excellent coverage on Archaeology subjects. These include
Academic Search Premier, Article First, Lexis-Nexis, and OmniFile Select. For
example, a keyword search on “archaeology and southwest” in Academic Search
Premier returned 284 articles, 194 of which were from peer-reviewed journals and
138 were available in full-text.



2. Recommendations for additions to the collection (Faculty member and/or library staff
completes - attach additional sheets if required):

The Library’s resources are mostly adequate to support the 4 proposed courses. However,
since they are part of a formal minor, it is recommended that a modest one-time grant of
$1,000 be allotted to beef up print Library resources in applicable subject areas. This
money would be spent on materials identified by faculty as necessary and useful to the
minor. Additional items on relevant topics can and should be added to the Collection
from the currently allocated Anthropology portion of the Library budget.
