-to enhance the range of emotion and expression

-to identify and overcome bad habits

-to reduce self-consciousness and the need to “perform”

-to provide for each other an atmosphere of risk-taking, relating and experimentation
-to help the actor discover their blocks and barriers

-to develop the need to speak

-to combat anticipation and make each performance spontaneous

-the find a form of release for actor’s impulses

-to discover what stirs the actor’s creative individuality-enabling the actor to make more
interesting character choices in auditions, rehearsals and performance

-to free actor’s from the strictures of themselves

Course Description and Qutline

The class will be introduced to Chekhov Acting Techniques through exercises that are movement
based and designed to bring the actor out of his/her head so as to create loosely and freely
through the body, ultimately producing a character. Chekhov teaches that the proper focus of
acting is not emotion, bound to the character’s personal biography, but rather to the physical
body, and the interplay between outer movement and inner sensation. By working with the body,
the actor is able to effect both physical and psychological changes — thus the term
“psychophysical”. Students will discover their “life” bodies and learn to manipulate them to
achieve the desired result.

Pre-character exploration (1% % of semester) will include archetypes, physical centers, imaginary
body, atmospheres (personal and subjective), qualities of movement, externalizing the obstacle,
physical sensations, psychological gesture, and Ensemble Work. The last ¥ of the semester will
be spent applying these techniques to a given character from a play. The class will culminate in
assigned scene work.

Justification

The MSC Theatre Department believes in young actors having the opportunity to explore several
different techniques with an eye to picking and choosing what works for them depending on the
character they are developing and the style of show they are working on. The Michael Chekhov
Acting Technique is currently the most popular and widely taught Psychophysical Acting
Technique in the world. A Psychophysical Acting Technique is one that successfully synthesizes
the internal with the external — making sure the soul, spirit and body are in constant interplay.
We currently have no Psychophysical Acting Technique on the books. Prof. Howe started



teaching this technique at Mesa State in 2004 as a Topics course and the student response has
been overwhelming. In fact, she has had to turn students away.

There has been a recent resurgence of interest in this technique as many popular contemporary
performers and directors find it essential to their creative processes such as: Johnny Depp,
Jimmy Smits, Anthony Hopkins, Helen Hunt, Jodie Foster, Julie Taymor, Anne Bogart, Clint
Eastwood, and many more. Part of the reason for its popularity is that what Chekhov taught was
not exclusive, but rather inclusive and complementary to other techniques. Chekhov proposed
that actors should seek their characters in the realm of the imagination, and not in the intellect or
concrete life stories. The approach is an intuitive, but at the same time precise, psychophysical
means of analyzing and grasping a character, in which the actor lets the body and the
imagination reveal elements of the character in the play.
