Senior Recital Policies

(FALL 2004)

6-12 months before your recital

With your applied teacher:

1. Choose literature appropriate for your recital

a. BA - Performance emphasis – 40 minutes

b. BA - Music Education Major – 30 minutes

i. shared with another Music major

2. Secure an accompanist

3. Begin collecting recordings of the works and listen to them regularly

4. Begin researching and writing scholarly program notes

5. Be thinking about a date you would like to schedule your recital

a. Keep in mind the pre-view is one month in advance

The Spring prior to the year you are giving your recital

Scheduling your recital
1. Your recital must be scheduled in the Spring, prior to the academic year you are performing your recital 
2. Fill out the “Request for Student Recital Form” and turn in to Chairman
3. Secure your recital date with the Chairman to be sure it is on the calendar
4. Once your date has been set, you may not move it, except for an extreme emergency
5. Confirm this date with your accompanist
a. Give them the music with tempo markings, cuts, repeats, etc.
6. Choose a jury with the Coordinator for your Area (see below)
7. Jury consists of:
a. your applied teacher
b. coordinator of your area
c. one other faculty member
8. Schedule a Senior Recital Preview with your Jury and Schedule it with 
Kelli in the Recital Hall
The Semester before your recital

1. Register for Senior Recital in the Semester you are scheduled to perform
a. BA-Performance Emphasis – register for MUSP 420-002
b. BA-Music Education – register for MUSP 420-001
2. You must be registered for lessons the same semester you give your recital
Three months from your Senior Recital Preview

1. As you approach your Pre-view
2. Schedule rehearsal times with your accompanist and teacher (page turner?)
3. Edit program notes with your applied teacher and coordinator of your area
4. Perform frequently on Student Recital Hour (Wednesdays @ 3:00 p.m.)
5. Prepare a program order (begin performing run-through rehearsals of your program)
6. Remind Jury members of your Pre-View and Recital
7. If you do not already know, begin observing professional stage deportment and begin practicing this
Senior Recital Preview

1. Bring 3 copies of your program and program notes
2. Perform as requested by Jury
3. Practice good stage deportment
After your Senior Recital Preview
1. Edit program and notes as requested by Jury members
2. Make changes to repertoire as requested by Jury members
3. Turn in final program and notes to Music Publicist
4. Arrange with Music Publicist for posters/publicity

5. Arrange reception if you wish (at your expense)

6. Schedule rehearsal times in the Recital Hall

One week prior to your Recital
1. Obtain 5-10 copies of the printed program for your files

2. Give yourself some space both mentally and physically to perform at optimum level

One Day before your Recital
1. Prepare payment for your accompanist(s), with a note of thanks

2. Avoid a vigorous performing schedule today

Day of your Senior Recital
1. Treat this like any normal day. Warm-up as always.   Avoid heavy foods

2. Arrive at the Recital Hall in plenty of time for:

a. warm-up in the hall

b. start the pieces with the accompanist if you so desire
