Exceptional Location
Mesa State sits amid a geologic
wonderland straddling the Rocky
Mountains and the Colorado Plateau. Our
program is very field oriented and includes
frequent field trips to areas including the
rugged, glacially sculpted San Juan
Mountains, the Colorado River, the world
renowned Book Cliffs and Canyonlands,
and the breathtaking rocks of Colorado
National Monument and Black Canyon of
the Gunnison. Our location also provides
Mesa State students with some of the best
recreational opportunities in the nation.

Faculty Who Care
Because we emphasize undergraduate
education at Mesa State, geology
undergraduates develop close ties to the
faculty. Students and faculty frequently
collaborate on research projects that lead
to numerous postgraduate opportunities in
academics and business. Several of the
Geology faculty have won major teaching
and scholarship awards over the past
several years.

Low Faculty to Student Ratio
Introductory courses commonly contain
less than 30 students and most upper-level
courses have 5 to 10 students.
